Continuation of the hearing on the application for a special permit to allow a pizza truck to operate at the Hadlyme Country Store.

Request for extension of filing time for the Eno re-subdivision on Tantumorantum Road.
Gigliotti: Todd Burgess sent a letter requesting an additional 90 days for the filing of the re-subdivision. 
Tiffany motioned to extend the filing period of the Eno re-subdivision on Tantumorantum Road. 
The motion was moved by Mattson, seconded by Ward, and passed unanimously.   
Endorsement of the purchase of the Johnston property on Selden Road by the Lyme Land Trust and transfer of ownership to the Town of Lyme.
Present at the meeting was John Pritchard, President of the Lyme Land Trust. 
Gigliotti: The Lyme Land Trust is in the process of purchasing the Johnston property on Selden Road; there are two residents whom are willing to donate towards the purchase and a grant from the State has been applied for.  At the completion of the sale the LLT will transfer ownership to the Town of Lyme; this property will provide town access to the water.  The LLT is looking for an endorsement from the commission for use at the Town meeting. 
Pritchard: The property is approximately 3 acres which has beautiful views over the cove and it will provide access to the water for the Town of Lyme for canoes & kayaks; the deal is contingent on the grant being received. 
Tiffany moved a motion to endorse the purchase of the Johnston property on Selden Road; Tyler seconded the motion and it was passed by all members present.
