The meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the board adopted a signature resolution (copy filed with these minutes) authorizing the 1st selectman to affirm contract agreements with CT DEEP should the town be successful with its grant application with the Town of Old Lyme for funding to control aquatic invasive weeds in Rogers Lake.

Selectman Lord reported that a clean up party for the Griffin Cemetery is being planned. He also noted that the field on the Connecticut River given to the town in exchange for its discontinuance of Mack Lane off Ely’s Ferry Road is becoming overgrown. The selectmen asked Mr. Lord to make inquiries with contractors to brush hog the field.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
