REGULAR MEETING
Mitchell and Karen Etess, 116-2 Blood Street Tax Map 34 Lot 3; an application for construction of an addition to an existing structure within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Attorney Ed Casella and Mitchell & Karen Etess. 
Casella: The property is located on Uncas Lake; the house is in the rear yard setback. The addition will be built away from the lake.  Variances were received from the Zoning Board of Appeals. The addition with a handicap ramp access will be an aging in place space including a laundry room but no kitchen.
Crowther: The land slopes away from the lake.
Gigliotti: George Calkins gave his approval of the plans.

Armond entertained a motion to approve the application as presented. 
The motion was moved by Crowley, seconded by Crowther, and was passed unanimously. 
 
William J. Fiske, 138 Ferry Road, Tax Map 4 Lot 4; an application for removal of an undermined tree stump along a stream bank and placement of rip-rap to stabilize the bank and prevent damage to an existing driveway.
Present at the meeting were Will and Diane Fiske. 
Fiske: The property was purchase in May 2014.  The driveway is gravel with a stream running beneath it through a pipe; the tree stump needs to be removed because the water washed around it and the area is eroding. The stump will be removed and the area will be filled in and 6” to 8” rip rap will be placed by hand in the area to hold the bank.
Dill: Sheet flow is washing out the driveway from the street.
Fiske: The driveway will be covered with ¾” gravel process. The roots of the stump will be left. 

 Armond entertained a motion to approve the application as presented. 
The motion was moved by Reynolds, seconded by Crowther, and was passed unanimously. 
Dill suggested the top of the driveway should be fixed to correct the sheet flow.
 
Preliminary discussion of a potential remediation of a pre wetlands regulation filling of a wetland on the property of Jane Davidson, 34 Hamburg Road.
Present at the meeting were Attorney Fritz Gahagan and Matt White. 
Gahagan: The property was walked and there appeared to be a violation; there is a plan to cure the filling of the wetland. 
White: Aerial photographs of the area were presented to the commission.
Armond: What is the quality of the wetlands?
Gahagan: The area is covered with barberry.
White: The area has been flagged by Rich Snarski.
(The letter from Rich Snarski was read by the commission.)
White: Mr. Snarski has suggested that the fill be left alone because it has already established vegetation; to avoid further encroachment, a border of White Pines will be placed on the perimeter. 
Armond suggested the commission should go on a field walk of the area. 
White: Rich Snarski previously flagged the entire property in 1994; the trees will establish a buffer and be placed 15’ apart, if need be the trees will be wrapped to protect them from deer browsing. 
Gigliotti: White will be contacted to schedule the field walk.    
OLD BUSINESS
Skip Broom property on Ferry Road
Armond: The silt fence on the property should be re-staked before the rain. 
Gigliotti: Mr. Broom will be contacted.
