                                                               MONDAY, NOVEMBER 17, 2014

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, Ms. Gigliotti presented a request from the registrars to the selectmen for permission to move the town’s polling place from the Hamburg Road Fire Station to the Town Hall pending completion of the renovation/expansion project. She pointed out several advantages to such a shift, including: improved handicapped access, proximity of the polling place to the registrars’ office, convenient storage and easy access to the town’s fax machine and IT peripherals.

The selectmen concurred, but pointed out that parking for regular town hall business plus election traffic would be problematic despite expansion of the town hall parking lot. The board will take the request under advisement and work to see if a satisfactory resolution of the parking question can be achieved which would then make the move possible.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:10 p.m.
