REGULAR MEETING
Review of a potential remediation of a pre wetlands regulation filling of a wetland on the property of Jane Davidson, 34 Hamburg Road.
Present at the meeting was Matt White, Gary Sharpe & Associates.
White: This information was before the commission on a preliminary basis last month with Attorney Fritz Gahagan. An application has been submitted and the change from last month is that the proposed white pine will be taller (8 Feet) and spread out more. 
Armond: There are three types of conifers which grow well in shade; Hemlock, Douglas-fir, and White Pine. Taller plants are one solution and netting can be placed around the bottom to protect from deer browsing.
White: The trees will be spaced apart in 25 foot gaps and totally distance is approximately 550 feet. 
Hessel: Spraying the trees help.
White: The purpose of the tree line is to create a visual barrier. 
Hammond: The plan makes perfect sense.  

Armond entertained a motion to accept the application as presented, Hessel moved the motion, Crowther seconded, and it was passed unanimously.  
NEW BUSINESS
Letter from the Department of Environmental Protection
Gigliotti: Notice of tentative determination to approve an application for the removal of Ed Bill’s pond/dam; waive public hearing and tentative determination to approve. 
Fritz Gahagan and the Nature Conservancy are the applicants to the DEEP; location 32 Salem Road/east branch Eightmile River.  
Armond: The area will re-vegetate quickly and the stream will take on its past natural course. 
OLD BUSINESS

Gigliotti: A conservation occurred last week with Rich Snarski about the Lonnergren property and that Tom Metcalf has gone to the Army Core of Engineers; the information will not be placed on the land records until they get an approval from the Army Core of Engineers, according to Attorney Dave Royston.
