The meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m. and the minutes for the board’s previous meeting were accepted. Selectman Mattson’s absence was duly noted and lamented.

Next, the selectmen adopted a RESOLUTION OF ENDORSEMENT AND AUTHORIZATION for the Regional Incentive Performance Program as presented by the Lower Connecticut River Valley Council of Governments for a regional parcel update and inland wetland layer project, a tourism and transit study and a state aerial flyover and lidar data project. A copy of the resolution will be filed with these minutes.

The board then discussed the possibility of appointing Alex Roberge to the position of Lyme Deputy Fire Marshal. The board agreed to do so pending receipt of notice of his satisfactory completion of all course requirements and the written resignation of the current deputy. The appointment will be for a period of one year and there will be no salary. Some funding for continuing education may be included in the budget for the upcoming fiscal year.
