The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the board authorized a resolution authorizing 1st Selectman Eno to sign a Notice of Grant Award with the Office of Policy and Management to execute an ICE grant for the joint purchase of a patrol boat with Old Lyme for the Rogers Lake Authority. A copy of the authorization will be filed with these minutes.

The board then acted to officially discontinue Tiffany Lane which was extinguished at a Town Meeting on May 20, 1977. The Board of Selectmen however had never acted to certify the discontinuance as required by state statute. Therefore, Selectman Lord offered and Selectman Mattson seconded a motion to discontinue Tiffany Lane as so voted at the May 20, 1977 Town Meeting. The motion passed unanimously with all three selectmen voting in the affirmative.
