The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the first item for discussion concerned Town Attorney McKeever’s response to the attorney representing Allison McCall and her list of requirements regarding the pending town acquisition of a parcel on Selden Road.

The selectmen decided to stand by attorney McKeever’s presentation of the town’s position. A copy of the letter will be filed with these minutes.

A request for the town to waive property taxes on the parcel when it changes hands was rejected as the liability for the lot is only about $4.00 due to its PA 490 status. 

Next, selectman Eno reported he had a meeting with John Plikus concerning his claim that the town damaged his stone wall on Gungy Road this winter while plowing snow. The Town Attorney has researched the property deed and there is no map or boundary description for the portion of Mr. Plikus’ lot that fronts on Gungy road. It is the Town Attorney’s opinion that the wall actually encroaches on the town right of way. Selectman Eno noted that since only the back of the wall may be damaged, he is skeptical that the town is responsible and should not be required to pay for any repairs. The selectmen will schedule a site visit to view the situation first hand and then make a decision.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 P.M.
