REGULAR MEETING
Cease and desist order for unauthorized cutting of vegetation and disturbance of soil within a wetland and regulated area on the property of Stephen B. Jacobs, 274 Joshuatown Road Tax Map 10 Lot 11.
Present at the meeting was Stephen Jacobs. 

Photographs of the disturbed area were presented to the commission.
Gigliotti: The area of disturbance is not huge, the issue is area were the clearing took place is within a stream. 
Jacobs: The survey shows the wetlands areas on the property. An area was cleared and it was requested to the person working on the property that existing stumps from previous property owner be removed.  Whatever the commission wants done to correct the area will be done. 
Armond: A replanting plan will be required; suggestions of plants for shady areas are Witch Hazel, Spice Bush, Summer Sweet, and for sunnier area Winterberry. Planting smaller plants (1 gallon pots) in numbers within close proximity would be more effective (approximately 20 to 30 plants), the plants need to be protected from deer browsing for two to three years.  
Crowther: It would be helpful to hire a specialist to create a planting plan for the disturbed area. 
Gigliotti: The Laurel that was cut is re-sprouting. 
Armond: Suggested plantings are for 1 gallon plants in April by hand with a shovel. The plants which were suggested are low growing species. A planting plan is necessary. 
Crowther: When plants are being chosen try to keep in mind what types would create a good habitat for wildlife in the area.   

Jacobs: It was not the intent to create a disturbance on the property.
Armond: The commission will see this information in April.
