May 20, 2015, 7:00 p.m.
The Lyme Inland Wetlands Agency held a regular meeting on Wednesday May 20, 2015 at 7:00 p.m., Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.
MEMBERS PRESENT Paul Armond Chairman, Beverly Crowther, Roger Dill, Priscilla Hammond,  Ben Kegley, Pat Crowley, Tom Reynolds, Sue Hessel(alternate presented by not seated), Torrance Downes Acting-ZEO and Patsy Turner Secretary.
Absent Member: S. Kurlansky (alternate).
Site Walk 5/15: Dill, Armond, Kegley, and Crowther.
REGULAR MEETING

Sairon, LP, Tax Map 24 Lot 3, Lord Hill Lane; Referral to the Planning and Zoning Commission regarding a subdivision of property into two lots.  There are no regulated activities with this proposal.  
Present at the meeting was Matt White representing Sairon, LP. 
White: This property is part of Sairon, LP property. The parcel is over 58 acres. The division of one lot is not a free split, there may be more in the future. The wetlands were flagged by Rick Snarski and are delineated on the map.  There are no proposed activities within the 100 foot regulated area and the tested area for the proposed septic system is outside the 150 foot regulated area. The pond will be visible from the proposed site.  The Planning and Zoning Commission will see this proposal next. 
Dill: Were trees planted on the property?
White: The trees intended for the maintenance area have been marked in the field but they have not been planted yet. There is a flag lot for road frontage and the driveway will be located in a different location. 
Armond:  A referral letter will be create and sent to the Planning and Zoning Commission.    

Mark and Susan Hastings, 145 Blood Street, Tax Map 40.1 Lot 25; an application for a new code conforming septic system within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Mark Hastings and Appila Keller, Builder. 
Turner: The receipts from the certified letters which were sent to abutters have been received. 
Hastings: A new house is being built and it requires a new septic system within 150 feet from the lake; approximately 120 feet from the water. George Calkins has visited the site and an approval letter was received; the letter was read into the record.   
Reynolds entertained a motion to approve the application as presented. Crowther seconded the motion. Armond called for further discussion on the motion.
Dill: What will occur in the area from the house to the lake in the way of fertilizer and/or pesticides?
Hastings: No pesticides or fertilizer will be used on the 3 acre parcel. The location of the sediment and silt fence is shown on the plans as requested on the site walk by the commission members. 

Dill: Should there be an amendment placed on the motion to include no pesticides or fertilizer to be used on the property within 75 feet of the lake? 
Hastings: There would be no objections to that request. 

Reynolds amended the motion to include no pesticides or fertilizer to be used within 75 feet of the lake. The motion was seconded by Crowther and the motion was passed by all members present.  

Anne Taylor c/o Steven Wood, 146 Hamburg Road, Tax Map 26 Lot 2; an after the fact application for removal of debris within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was Steve Woods.
Woods: The area has been cleaned up; sticks removed, and brush along the deer fence has been cleared. The intent was to avoid brush fires and lower the amount of ticks in the area. 
Reynolds: There was machinery being used within the intermittent stream near Route 156. 
Crowther: The remains of fire piles were viewed on the site walk. 
Armond: When the property was walked suggestions were made and it was realized that this would have been a permitted activity if the information had come before the commission. 
Crowther: The property has a beautiful stand of white pines, the area has been raked. 
Armond: Forests should not be raked; the trees need the nutrients from the decomposition of the leaves. The leaves could be mulched but not removed. 
Woods: If anymore invasive species are removed they will be taken off site not burned on the property.   

Armond entertained a motion to approve the after the fact application. The motion was moved by Crowley, seconded by Hammond, and passed.    

Restoration plan for unauthorized cutting of vegetation and disturbance of soil within a wetland and regulated area on the property of Stephen B. Jacobs, 274 Joshuatown Road, Tax Map 10 Lot 11.
Present at the meeting was Stephen Jacobs. 
Armond: The planting plan was reviewed last month. Are there comments from the commission?
Dill: When the property was walked it was noticed that there is no erosion control anywhere on the property. 
Jacobs: The area will be seeded this weekend.
Dill: There is still a need for erosion control. The water follows the roadway and is causing erosion.  
Crowther: The area being discussed is not within the regulated area.
Jacobs: The plan for the roadway is to place water stops. 
Armond: Currently there is nothing in place to stop the water which is a problem. There is large amount of un-stabilized soil.  
Downes: The area will be visited on Tuesday to view if the site fence is installed. 

Armond: The replanting plan is what is before the commission this evening. The plant choices are correct for the area. 
Downes: The contractor did point out where the trees have been staked which is not what the plan shows. 
Jacobs: The area was cleaned up, stumps were removed, and the new location for the trees is better than what is on the plan. 

Dill: There seems that more debris pushed into the area at the end of the roadway.
Armond: The replanting plan is before the commission. 

Armond entertained a motion to approve the replanting plan as described by Stephen Jacobs. Hammond moved the motion and Crowley seconded.

Armond called for discussion on the replanting plan. 
Hammond: Jacobs has done what the commission has asked.
Armond: The size of the plantings was chosen to allow for hand dug holes. There will be an annual review because of the request for deer protection until the plants are established. The motion for the replanting plan has been moved and seconded.
Downes to Jacobs: The trees which are being planted in an alternative area, are they white pine?
Jacobs: Yes, they are white pine; Gigliotti suggested that species because they are faster growing. 
Downes: From a Gateway perspective the white pines are better.

Jacobs: The deer fencing can be placed around each planting; the individual baskets are not available. 
Armond: The individual protection will need to be built around the trees. A revised plan with the change of species will be placed in the file. The motion was passed.

Armond: The other issue which was viewed on the site walk is that there is a large amount of
un-stabilized soil on the property which doesn’t have erosion control.
Jacobs: Silt fence will be done.
Downes: The property will be inspected Tuesday to view if the erosion control is done.  
  
Michael Lech, 111 Cove Road, Tax Map 17 Lot 2; an application for the upland access to a proposed new boat dock within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was Keith Neilson, Docko, Inc. 
Turner: The receipts from the certified letters which were sent to abutters have been received. 	
Armond: The area was walked; the steep access area has erosion which is an issue and there is a mysterious pipe. 
Neilson: The pipe is from the previous owner drawing water up to the house for irrigation.  The pipe will be removed. 

Crowther: The text in the document does discuss electricity and water to the dock area. 
Neilson: The access road will be rebuilt with concrete blocks which will allow grass to grow between the blocks and keep the area permeable. There will be an electrical post for battery charging. The lighting will be downward facing, shielded, and operated by radio control, off by timer or operated manually.  
Armond: Are those details about lighting on the plan?
Neilson: It is explained in the report that it is normal practice when it comes to lighting. 
Crowther: the section of the report (page 4) was read into the record; conduit for electric service and fresh water will run across the grassy terrace to stairs, utilities will be attached to the pier.
Neilson: The grassy area which is at the base that is retained by the seawall; the conduit will be placed in the bed of the roadway. 
Crowther: The details should be incorporated in the plan. The section referring to the icebreaking was read into the record; trimmed salvaged trees as suggested by the DEEP.  
Neilson: There will be non-erodible cover in the sediment at the base of the slope; trees will be brought in from off site. Photographs of the roadway were passed around to the commission. The roadway will be graded smooth, crushed stone will be placed as a base and the concrete block will be placed on top of the stone and backfilled with soil to allow for growth of grass. The concrete block roadway will continue up the slope to approximately100 feet from the cove.    

Armond: The items which have been discussed will be incorporated into the plan.
Neilson: The details of the roadway, utilities, and lighting will be added to the plan. The conduit will be 18” deep and the water will be drained in the winter to avoid freezing.  

Crowther left the meeting at 7:52 pm due to feeling under the weather. 
Armond: This will be back before this commission next month.       

John Kiker and Daniel Hulseburg, 27 Joshua Lane, Tax Map 9 Lot 2; an application for the upland access to a proposed new boat dock within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was Keith Neilson, Docko, Inc. 
Turner: The receipts from the certified letters which were sent to abutters have been received. 
Neilson: The slope heading down to the water’s edge is moderately steep; it was a challenge to meet the regulations requirements. The area was surveyed; the high tide line and a cattail marsh are depicted on the map.  The place where the mean high and mean low water line meet the closest and would allow the placement of a structure of 80 square feet is shown on the map. There will be a 3 foot wide elevated walkway; 42” above the ground level. The DEEP required a boatlift as to keep the canoes/kayaks out of the waterway; a ladder is attached to the pier. There is approximately 2 feet of water in the channel at low tide. 
Reynolds: This area is like a creek and is lower than Bone Creek. 

Armond: How are the materials going to be brought onto the site?
Neilson: This project will most likely be built by Dan Rattan and he will use his low draft barge; the first 6 piles will be driven in from the barge and the balance of the pilings inward will be auger dug. Some of the material will be brought in by truck to the site and carried down the hillside. 
Armond: How will the slope be improved to allow the material to be carried down the slope? 
Neilson: A pathway was discussed with the property owners and they are in agreement to create a woodchip walkway with timbers and steps. The amendment will be added to the plan.

Kegley: Would the DEEP still require a boatlift for just canoes or kayaks?
Neilson: The DEEP does not want boats left on the Tidal Wetlands. 
Armond: The amendment will be made to the plan and this application will be seen next month.   
   	
Gerber: (Don Gerber, Vice-President of Lyme Land Conservation Trust) The Lyme Land Conservation Trust owns property to the west of the parcel and the property across the street; the application has been reviewed and there are no impacts to the Lyme Land Conservation Trust’s properties.
