



                                                                          SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                                           MONDAY, JULY 6, 2015

Other Guests: Members of the Lyme Garden Club

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen updated appointments to the Lymes’ Senior Center, Rogers Lake Authority, and Open Space Committee, as well as reappointing the Tree Warden. Copies of the appointment forms will be filed with these minutes.

Then, following the direction of the town auditor, the board voted to close out the Veterans’ Fund which has a balance of some $1,700.00 and direct the proceeds to the Lyme Veterans Committee to assist with completion of relocation of the Veterans Memorial on the Town Green.

The selectmen next voted to approve a resolution authorizing the First Selectman to take the steps necessary to execute a grant contract with CT DEEP for $650,000.00 for closure of the town landfill on Brush Hill Road. A copy of the authorizing resolution will be filed with these minutes.

Discussion followed with members of the Lyme Garden Club concerning the division of maintenance responsibilities for the Town Campus Center. 

The LGC will continue to weed the garden beds at the town hall and library, water plants in the beds during the growing season, provide mulch for the planting areas, protect the arbor vitae for the winter months, continue to water the new trees for the 2016 year when there is a lack of rain and clean up the planting beds in the spring and fall.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The town will assume responsibility for tree maintenance including spraying and pruning, mowing the lawns around both buildings with a final mowing of the meadow area to be done in late fall.

The club requested additional town help with fall re-seeding and town assumption of a $1,400.00 invoice from Novak Brothers for additional top soil which had been purchased but not approved by the Campus Center Building Committee.

The selectmen asked for prices for the re-seeding project noting that the town crew probably would not be available to help and stated the request for top soil funding would be taken under advisement.  

At the conclusion of the Garden Club portion of the meeting, the selectmen decided to add the $1,400.00 top soil expense to the list of items to be included in the Campus Center encumbrance request to be submitted to the Board of Finance as part of the fiscal year close out.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:45 P.M.
