Armond: The 21 Blood Street issue was resolved during the site visit and will not be seen at this meeting.  

James and Audrey Simon, Grassy Hill Road, Tax Map 41 Lot 19; an application for construction of a roadway through wetlands and regulated area.

Bennet: The amendment to the plan was pointed out; critter paths (channels) under the first crossing have been added to the map.

Rogers’ Lake West Shore Association
Gigliotti: Cease and Desist order was sent to Rogers’ Lake West Shore Association; improvements have been made to the right-of-way between the Johnson’s property and the Bonjour’s property (located at the end of Shore Drive, #127 & #125). Trees have been cut on the neighboring properties; it seeming that the intent was to make improvements to the lake’s access way, erosion is occurring. Rocks and boulders have placed in the area. A plan is needed with erosion controls.
