




                                                                            SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                                     TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 8, 2015

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous board meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen approved several requests for tax refunds. The applications will be filed with these minutes. Selectman Eno explained that there were several instances where home owners had paid their property taxes not realizing that their mortgage payments also contained mortgage escrow provisions and thus several banks made duplicate payments to the town at or near the end of July. This will mean that the line item on the income side of the budget established to detail refund history for the fiscal year will be considerably over the estimated amount.

The board than adopted an amendment to the town’s Municipal Service Agreement with the Materials Innovation and Recycling Authority relieving the town of full responsibility for assumption of excess costs for the disposal of municipal solid waste in the event of a force majeure occurrence. The amendment stipulates that MIRA’s expanded business insurance coverage will assume these costs and expenses will only be passed on to the town when that coverage limit is reached. A copy of the amendment and signature page will be filed with these minutes.

The selectmen also approved a request from the Lyme Garden Club for additional funding to reseed the town campus this October to try to recover from extremely dry conditions that existed both during this past spring and summer. $4,000.00 will be taken from the Town Hall/Library project contingency fund which is part of a project encumbrance approved earlier this year by the Board of Finance. Board of Finance approval for the remainder of the total $10,000.00 request will be sought this coming spring if conditions warrant.  

Selectman Eno reported that the town crew vacancy has been filled with the person selected to come on board in either November or December.

Mr. Denow of the Lyme Garden Club then briefed the selectmen on coordination issues associated with the upcoming reseeding effort. The board agreed to work with him to resolve any remaining difficulties.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
