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LYME ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS
PUBLIC HEARING
The Lyme Zoning Board of Appeals held its regular meeting 
on September 17, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.
at the Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.
MEMBERS PRESENT: David Lahm Chairman, Judy Davies alternate seated for Jack Sulger, Jeanne Rutigliano, Fred Harger, Ron Wojcik, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Lahm called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
Lahm entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the June 2015 meeting, Rutigliano moved the motion, Davies seconded, and minutes were approved.  

Davies read the public notice.

Maureen Griffin 97 Blood Street, Tax Map33 Lot 48; an application for a variance to construct a new storage shed within the front yard setback.  When complete the shed would have a front yard setback of 60 feet vs 75 feet required per section 4.5.  

Lahm read into the record Section 8-6 (3) of the General Statutes the five- (5) requirements that have to be met before a variance can be granted.

Davies read the appeal and denial.

Maureen Griffin 97 Blood Street, Tax Map33 Lot 48.

Present at the meeting were Maureen Griffin and representative________________. 

Lahm questioned Gigliotti if the certified mail receipts were received.
Gigliotti stated the receipts have been received.  

Lahm questioned if there were letters received from neighbors/public.
Gigliotti stated no letters were received.

Lahm asked the applicants to explain the project.
_____explained that the shaded area shown on the plans would be the location of the shed; two sections of the old 4 foot to 6 foot fence have been damaged and will be removed.  
Lahm stated a fence has to be less than six feet to meet the zoning regulations.  What will the use of the shed?
____answered the shed will store a portable generator for easy access near the house when it is needed.
M. Griffin added the generator cannot be stored in the basement due to the moisture.  
Lahm stated a generator shed should be located away from the house for safety. 

____ explained the photographs of the area to the board members.  The back of the shed will replace the existing damaged fence sections. The shed will be prefabricated structure and will match the design of the house. 
Lahm commented it is a safety issue to have the generator not accessible easily from the house during storms. 


Lahm called for questions and/or comments from the members of the board.
Rutigliano questioned the height limit and set back of a shed from the road.
Gigliotti stated if a shed is less than 15 feet in height it is required to be set back from the road 75 feet; this requirement is in place to avoid chicken coops in the front yard.   
M. Griffin added that this property has been a challenge since it was purchased 30+ years ago. 

Lahm entertained a motion to grant the variance as presented for the construct a new storage shed.
 
The motion was moved by Harger, Rutigliano seconded the motion. 
Lahm called for a vote; Wojcik in favor, Rutigliano in favor, Davies in favor, Harger in favor, and Lahm in favor. The variance passes.    

Lahm reminded the applicant that there is a 15 day waiting period after the decision has been published during which time an appeal can be made of this board’s decision to the superior court. You may proceed now but you do this at your own risk, if there is a successful appeal. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:54 p.m.
