                                                            MONDAY, NOVEMBER 16, 2015

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen approved a tax refund request in the amount of $359.32 to Ally Financial of Louisville, KY. A copy of the refund form will be filed with these minutes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The selectmen also approved a number of reappointments to various town boards and commissions: 
Paul Armond, Priscilla Hammond and Patrick Crowley to the Conservation & Inland Wetlands Agency;
Madeline Mattson to the Board of Assessors;
Francis Roche to the Building Code Board of Appeals.
Copies of the appointment forms will be filed with these minutes.

The board then approved a request from the MacCurdy Salisbury Foundation to merge the Town of Lyme’s Bruestle/Brevillier component of the foundation’s fund with the Town of Old Lyme’s portion in order to insure that qualifying students from each town will receive equal sized college scholarship grants. The transition will also save the foundation from excess administrative costs and the need for separate fund raising appeals.

Then, per the recommendation of the town’s auditor, the selectmen voted to close the $2,543.00 Bonded capital Projects Fund and the $672.00 Harbor Improvement Fund and transfer these monies to the town’s General Fund. Selectman Eno will advise the Town treasurer of the action.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:00 P.M.
