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LYME ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS
PUBLIC HEARING
The Lyme Zoning Board of Appeals held its regular meeting 
on November 19, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.
at the Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.
MEMBERS PRESENT: David Lahm Chairman, Jack Sulger, Jeanne Rutigliano, Winnifred Gencarella alternate seated for Ron Wojcik, Fred Harger, Judy Davies (alternate present but not seated), Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Lahm called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
Lahm entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the October 2015 meeting, Rutigliano moved the motion and the minutes were approved.  

Harger read the public notice.
2015-05
Jean Schliedt owner and Diane Darcy applicant, 7 Ferry Road Tax Map8 Lot 49; an application for a variance to replace a non-conforming structure, on the same footprint, that was severely storm damaged.  The structure will have a side yard setback of 10 feet and a rear yard setback of 6 feet vs 20 feet required per section 7.3.

Lahm read into the record Section 8-6 (3) of the General Statutes the five- (5) requirements that have to be met before a variance can be granted.

Harger read the appeal and denial.
2015-05
Jean Schliedt owner and Diane Darcy applicant, 7 Ferry Road Tax Map8 Lot 49.

Present at the meeting were Jean Schliedt and Diane Darcy. 

Lahm waived the reading of the regulation. 

Lahm questioned Gigliotti if the certified mail receipts were received.
Gigliotti stated the receipts have been received. The zoning for this property is RU40.  

Lahm questioned if there were letters received from neighbors/public.
Gigliotti stated no letters were received.

The board took a moment to review the information in the application. 
Lahm asked the applicants to explain the project.
Darcy presented a photograph of the Care Free Builders structure that they will be purchasing. The existing structure is a 1 by 1 construction; the side is falling down and there is a hole in the roof. 
Lahm commented that if the cost of repairing the structure is more than 75% of the value the structure should be replaced. The lot is very small. Are there questions from the board members for the applicant?  With there being none a motion was entertained to grant the variance to remove existing garage and construct a new structure in the exact existing footprint 20’ X 20’.    

Rutigliano made a motion to approve the variance. 
Harger questioned will the structure use the existing slab for the footings.
Darcy answered that the current slab would be used with the addition of gravel around the edges. The Care Free Buildings has a wooden floor with gravel beneath.   

Sulger seconded the motion. 
Lahm called for a vote; Gencarella in favor, Sulger in favor, Rutigliano in favor, Harger in favor, and Lahm in favor. The variance passes.  

Lahm reminded the applicant that there is a 15 day waiting period after the decision has been published during which time an appeal can be made of this board’s decision to the superior court. You may proceed now but you do this at your own risk, if there is a successful appeal. 
Gigliotti reminded the applicant to apply for a building permit, also. 

Draft of the Plan of Conservation and Development 
Gigliotti informed the board that the draft is on the town’s website for everyone to review and read before the Planning and Zoning public hearing next month.
The meeting was adjourned at 7:48 p.m.
