The Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission held a special meeting on

A discussion of the proposed regulation changes to address farms and agriculture in the Town of Lyme in accordance with the 2015 Plan of Conservation and Development and a discussion to resolve minor issues with the current regulations.  
Tiffany: The commission has received the revisions which Bernie Gigliotti has created; we can discuss the draft and make changes. 
Gigliotti: Carey has provided samples of regulations from several towns and the information which would best match our town were incorporated in the draft document; starting with a broad document and simplifying as needed.
Tiffany: The information that was added is highlighted in red. Copies of the Farm Winery Act and a document which reorganizes the regulations differently were handed to the commission from Attorney Carey. 

The commission discussed: 
· Percentage of grapes being brought to vineyard from other locations
· Amount of property and the size of farms makes a difference with the neighbors
· Roadside stands-Farm stands- Farm stores
· Harvests at the vineyard(3 times per year), special closed events
· Farm and Agricultural definition
· (One) ownership for 5 contiguous acres  for farming
· Stairwells (2.24) for the purpose of human ingress and egress of buildings….(add four foot width with opaque doors) exempt from this provision
· Off-street parking sufficient in size and type to accommodate the largest number….
· Wine tastings by appointment only (sample tasting)-fee for visit during tastings
· Days and timing of vineyard visits
· Special permits runs with the land
· Bed and Breakfast establishments-change guests to adults
· Properties with conservation easements may require A-2 survey
· Nonconforming building or structure (23.2.3) shall be destroyed by any means repairs or reconstruction may be made……..
· Endorsement and delivery of plan (3.12) add that taxes must be paid and up to date…


Gigliotti: Next special meeting is scheduled for January 4, 2016 for more discussion of regulation changes.
