· Definition : grapes or fruits grown of farm
· Roadside stands?
· 4.2.5 permitted uses
· 8.5.7 adequate parking on-site for winery( 2.21.1 & 2.21.2)
· 8.5.4 wine manufactured on-site with % grapes grown on-site  in accordance with Section 8.5.3.1 
· Minor in nature amendments subject to commission’s approval without a public hearing (special permits)
· By appointment, only, sale of sealed bottles of wine on-site
·  Wine related merchandise allowed to sell 
· Requirements of Section 12; site plans with proposed uses…..
· On-site tastings by appointment only
· 8.5.5c3 uses and activities conducted safely and without undue disturbance to persons and properties off-site determined by the commission
· Limit of consumption of wine is regulated by the State Statute
· 8.5.8 single family residence may be permitted 
· Signage for wineries must conform to Section 22 (3 square feet)
· 23.2 Nonconforming structure destroyed can be replaced 
  
Gigliotti: The changes will be incorporated into the regulations, sent out, and the public hearing will be scheduled for February 8th.
