The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Discussion followed with members of the Garden Club concerning how costs for maintaining campus trees, lawns and shrubs will be apportioned for the upcoming fiscal year. The Garden Club is seeking town participation up to a level of $10,550.00 if watering of the lawns is required. The selectmen will take the request under advisement.

The proposed Fuss & O’Neill contract with the town for landfill closure services was considered next. The selectmen do not wish to commit the town to any agreement requiring a 15% administrative surcharge given the total cost of the project or late payment charges due to the fact that the lion’s share of the project cost is funded by a state grant and state payment may not be timely.

Next, the board appointed Susan Tyler to the Estuary Transit District for a four year term beginning February 1, 2016. A copy of the appointment form will be filed with these minutes.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
