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LYME CONSERVATION COMMISSION
INLAND WETLANDS and WATERCOURSE AGENCY 
February 17, 2016, 7:00 p.m.
The Lyme Inland Wetlands Agency held a regular meeting on Wednesday February 17, 2016 at 7:00 p.m., Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.
MEMBERS PRESENT Paul Armond Chairman, Beverly Crowther, Roger Dill, Ben Kegley, Pat Crowley, Tom Reynolds, Sue Hessel seated for Priscilla Hammond, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, Attorney Mike Carey, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Sue Hessel seated for absent regular member Priscilla Hammond.
REGULAR MEETING
Angus and Kim Grant, 77 Joshua Ln, Tax Map18 Lot 3; an application to construct a new septic system within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting representing the applicants was Phil Trowbridge.
Trowbridge: The carriage house space above the garage will be turned into living space with a new septic system; test holes have been dug with George Calkins and a suitable area was determined.  
Gigliotti: There was not a site walk this month due to the inclement weather, but the site was viewed previously.  A letter was received from the neighbors (Witkins) with a concern for the proximity to their well; maps have been viewed with Mr. Calkins and there is no issue with the proposed location of the new septic system. 
Armond: Have other locations of the septic system been entertained?
Trowbridge: The proposed location would be preferred due to the topography of the property and the location of parking areas. Photographs of the area were not taken. 
Gigliotti: The location was selected by Mr. Calkins; the soils are ideal and the location of the system does not compromise any wells. 
Trowbridge: The septic system will be installed by Wind River.
Dill: Will there be soil and erosion control in place before construction?
Trowbridge: Yes, erosion control will be installed; the details will be added to the plans. 
Gigliotti: There is also a utility pole and a propane tank located behind the carriage house which is why George Calkins prefers the system to move slightly over.

The commission took a moment to review an as-built map of the property which shows the topo lines.
Dill: The drawn map is not to scale and the structures are not represented correctly on the drawing. 
Armond: The maps need to show more details and have the erosion & sedimentation control location in place.  We will see this information next month.

A copy of the as-built map was given to Mr. Trowbridge.   
  

Gregory Melville, 484 Joshuatown Road Tax Map 8 Lot 3; an application to excavate 2 cu yds. of material and install a fire pit and cobble stone surround within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting representing Mr. Melville was Jodie Chase.
Chase: The application is for the installation of a fire pit; the base of the pit will be buried and Belgian block will be installed around the fire pit for safety. The upland review area is shown on the map; the fire pit will be approximately 100 feet away from the wetlands.   
Armond called for questions or comments from the commission members; with there being none a motion was entertained to approve the application as presented.
Reynolds moved the motion, Crowther seconded, and the motion was passed unanimously.  
Town of Lyme, Brush Hill Road, Tax Map 12 Lot 72; an application for deposition of material within a regulated area in conjunction with closing the Town landfill.
Present at the meeting representing the Town of Lyme was First Selectman, Ralph Eno. 
Eno: The commission has a map showing the topography of the property. The land fill will be closing; the soil will be capped, the work will start sometime in July 2016 and the project should be completed by September 2017. The south/eastern slope is 65 feet within the regulated area. The soil will be capped and vegetation will be planted and mowed; no trees will be allowed to grow on the capped area because that would breach the sealed ground. The water quality of the property is tested; George Calkins has the results of the testing and the levels are consistent.  The property will eventually become a transfer station, only. The capping will consist of layers of material; 1) ground glass, glacier till/clay based, 2) top soil, and 3) seeded (DEEP driven, working under a stewardship permit). The wetlands will be flagged and silt fence & erosion control will be installed. The property is approximately 5 acres; the area being capping is smaller. 

Armond entertained a motion to approve the application as presented, the motion was moved by Crowley, seconded by Hessel, and passed unanimously.  
Preliminary discussion of the proposed expansion of the Reynolds Garage and Marine car dealership.
Tom Reynolds (as a member) was recused from this section of the meeting. 
Present at the meeting were Hayden Reynolds, Katherine Wayland, Tom Reynolds, and Tom Metcalf. 
Metcalf: This information is before the commission on a preliminary basis; a survey worksheet and a drawing of the structure were explained. The property being discussed is the former Gerber residence; there is an existing home with two garage located on the property. The properties will be kept separate. Dick Gates has surveyed the property and Rich Snarski has flagged the wetlands which are shown on the map.  The darker line on the map designates the upland review area and the area shown in orange is the proposed area of the new structure, approximately 15,500 square feet building.  
T. Reynolds: The existing dealership will be repurposed for service of used cars and reconditioning. 
Metcalf: Most of the details of the new building are regulated and/or driven by Subaru of New England; the size and design of the building is dictated by Subaru. 
Armond: The building and the parking area will be discharging in Hamburg Cove; how will the water temperature be regulated? 
Metcalf: That will be explained. One section of the structure will have a flat rood and the second section will have a pitched roof.  The standard which DEEP recommends is that the first 1 inch of rain fall from the paved area and the roofs will be treated (there may be a dry well installed). The structure will be 2 stories with a walkout basement for clerical use and storage. The access to the property will be through the existing dealership parking lot; a new curb cut will not be created (emergency access will be located near the edge of the property, and will have pavers installed to create a drivable surface).    The buffer from the cove will be left as is and new plantings will be panted near the building. The size of the septic system would accommodate a 3 to 4 bedroom house. The drains in the service area floor will be contained and the contents will be removed by a licensed waste removal company; the drainage and controls are regulated by the DEEP. The building will be located in the flattest area of the property with a small retaining wall at the far end of the structure. 

Armond: During rain falls how is the water temperature cooled before it is discharged into the cove? The details have been explained by Mr. Metcalf.

Crowther: Is there a dock on the property?
T. Reynolds: There is a dock area, but the dock has not been place in the water since the property was purchased. There is a foot path leading down to the water but if employees would like to access the cove they would do so from the (bulkhead) Marine area of our property. The small stone wall along the front of the property will be recycled during the project. 
Metcalf: There will be a landscaped area between the parking area and the road. 

Hessel: Where will the delivery of cars occur? 
H. Reynolds: There is a designated area in front of the existing showroom where trucks should deliver the cars; it should be easier for the truckers to pull into the area once we have more space. 
T. Reynolds: The designated area is shown on the plan. The location of the emergency access area was suggested by the Fire Marshall. 

Crowther: This meeting is meant to give the commission a quick overview of the project and a more detailed plan is to come with erosion control, construction sequence, soil stockpile area, etc.?
Metcalf: Yes more details will be on the final plan; the soils in the area a very permeable. 
Armond: Contractor fencing should be used to stop debris from entering the water during construction. 
T. Reynolds: The hope is to start the project late spring/early summer of 2016. 
Armond: At this time the commission should make comments on the project which could be incorporated into the plans.  

T. Reynolds: When the new structure is completed it will be lower in height than the existing home on the property. 
Metcalf: The service portion of the structure will be a little larger than the showroom portion. 

Kegley: Will there be a detailed plan for the drainage off the pavement and the roofs? 
Metcalf: There will be details for the drainage; 4’ by 4’ galleries. 

Armond: The commission will look forward to seeing the final designs and plans for the project.  
OLD BUSINESS
Armond entertained a motion to enter into executive session, the motion was moved by Crowther, Crowley seconded, and passed by all members present. The commission entered into executive session at 7:48 pm to discuss pending litigation. 
The regular meeting was reopened at 8:30 pm at which time the commission come out of executive session. No vote was taken.

A motion was made by Armond to approve the minutes of the January 2016 meeting. Reynolds moved the motion, Hessel seconded, and the minutes were passed.
