



                                                                         SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                                         MONDAY, JUNE 6, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous board meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen appointed Diane Brown to the Library Board of Directors to fill a vacancy created by the resignation of Will Fiske. A copy of the appointment form will be filed with these minutes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Then, upon a motion by selectman Lord, seconded by selectman Mattson, the board voted to enter into executive session at 3:35 P.M. for discussion of legal matters with Town Attorney McKeever.

The selectmen came out of executive session at 3:53 P.M. No action was taken during this time. Selectman Lord then recused himself from any decision relating to the disposition of the Brockway’s Ferry Road litigation involving Rhonda Marchesi. Selectman Mattson introduced and selectman Eno seconded a motion instructing Attorney McKeever to inform Judge Bishop that the Lyme Board of Selectmen rejects the Marchesi settlement offer and desires to proceed to trial.

Discussion followed with Phyllis Ross who relayed to the board her concerns about an aging Lyme population and its impact on the town’s ability to field a qualified pool of volunteers to serve on boards, commissions and other local endeavors. Her concerns relating to the high cost of housing in Lyme and the impediment it poses to young families who wish to live in Lyme were also discussed as well as the operating status of the town’s Affordable Housing Committee. 

The selectmen then turned to discussion of the Library’s budget status for the fiscal year ending June 30th. Mr. Mattson presented a format utilizing the town’s chart of accounts which selectman Eno will relay to Library Board President Jack Sulgar. It was the board’s consensus that no funds should be expended this year to add lighting to one of the stack sections given that there are empty stacks with lighting in place that could be utilized by relocating the books in the area in question.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 P.M.
