LYME CONSERVATION COMMISSION

INLAND WETLANDS and WATERCOURSE AGENCY 

July 20, 2016, 7:00 p.m.

The Lyme Inland Wetlands Agency held a regular meeting on Wednesday July 20, 2016 

at 7:00 p.m., Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.

MEMBERS PRESENT Paul Armond Chairman, Beverly Crowther, Pat Crowley, Sue Hessel seated for Tom Reynolds (Hessel entered the meeting at 7:25 pm), Ben Kegley, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Absent Member: S. Kurlansky (alternate), T. Reynolds, P. Hammond

Site Walk (7/16): B. Crowther and R. Dill (visited the site separately). 

REGULAR MEETING

Jorg Zumbaum, 25 Old Hamburg Road Tax Map 28 Lot 49; an application for construction of a septic system within a regulated area.

Present at the meeting was Fern Trembley (Special Engineer from Angus McDonald Gary Sharpe Associates).

Trembley: The property is located in close proximity to Old Hamburg Road; a proposed driveway will allow parking off the road and the septic system and leaching fields will be relocated.  The existing apartment’s effluent enters the home and connects to septic system. The septic system holding tank will be located on the property on the other side of Old Hamburg Road and the leaching field will be located uphill and use a pump system. The property will be graded to create the new areas; there will be a manhole for the leaching filed at grade. George Calkins has approved the plan in May 10, 2016 and the Health Department has not completed their approval (which is required due to there being two separate structures with bathrooms).  Anti-buoyancy calculations were done and are shown on the plans.   The tanks are a closed system. Mr. Calkins’ other concerns in his letter have also been met. The conduit traveling under Old Hamburg Road will be enclosed in concrete encasement. The projected plan is to start installation before winter 2016. 
Dill entertained a motion to approve the application as submitted with pending State approval. Crowley seconded and the motion was passed unanimously. 
Trevor and Melissa Fetter, 33-3 Joshua Lane Tax Map 18 Lot 7; an application for construction of a septic system and driveway within a regulated area.

Present at the meeting was Fern Trembley (Special Engineer from Angus McDonald Gary Sharpe Associates).

Trembley: The Fetters own two neighboring properties; the orange line designates the boundaries. The division of the property will be dissolved and a new driveway will be created off of Joshua Lane. A new garage will be constructed and the septic system will be relocated due to the proximity of the proposed structure. The wetlands setback lines are shown on the map; the yellow line is the 100 foot and the blue line is the 150 foot setback line. There will be grading for the driveway and a small area around the house.  The septic tank and leaching field is within the 150 feet of the wetlands. 
Dill: Would this property have the ability to be subdivided in the future? 

Trembley: Once the properties are merged there will be a primary residence with an accessory structure on the property. The parcel will be 9.6 acres. 

Gigliotti: Once the properties are combined they cannot be separated in the future. 

Armond entertained a motion to approve the application as presented. 

The motion was moved by Crowther, seconded by Dill, and passed unanimously. 
Allison Cotton and Russell Learned, 82 Norwich-Salem Road Tax Map12 Lot 31; an application for construction of a septic system within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Allison Cotton and Russell Learned.

Learned: The existing septic system was built in 1964. The site is challenging because of ledge and wetlands. George Calkins has visited the property and made suggestions; a GST system was discussed in the existing location. Test holes were dug and there are good soils. Mr. Calkins has approved the plans. 

Armond read a section of Calkins’ letter.
Armond entertained a motion to approve the application as presented.

The motion was moved by Crowther, seconded by Dill, and passed unanimously.  
Tom Dzagan, preliminary discussion of potential construction of a new dwelling on the property of Hyler Stanavage, Grassy Hill Road.

Present at the meeting was Tom Dzagan.
Dzagan: A conceptual design is being created to determine a building lot; lot is located on the corner of Avenue B and Grassy Hill Road.  The lot is 6+ acres with only 1 acre usable and upland. A soil scientist has flagged the lot and the land barrier has been located. The proposed plan would be for a 3 bedroom house, slab on grade, and a pump septic system within the wetlands setback. The area is very flat so the soils will be raised; test pits have been dug. The details of this plan have been submitted to the Town Sanitarian. The septic system has to be located 18 inches above ground water. The purpose of this application is to create a conceptual house plan to guarantee a building lot.
Seat Alternate Member (7:25 p.m.)
Armond: Alternate member Sue Hessel was seated for absent regular member Tom Reynolds.
Dill: Is the property in a flood zone?

Gigliotti: More than half of the property is in the flood zone; the proposed location of the house is not within the flood zone. 

Dzagan: The property will be cleared to the sedimentation and erosion control shown on the map. The owner’s intent is to complete this process and hopefully sell the parcel. The people buying the property will come back before the commission with final designs and plans.  
Armond: George Calkins can give you more information whether or not a system can be installed on the lot. 

Dzagan: This information is before the commission to receive comments/input. 
NEW BUSINESSN/A
OLD BUSINESS
Estate of Allan Dehar, 12 Old Hamburg Road, Tax Map 12 Lot 65.

Present at the meeting was Bill Kenney (Soil Scientist, Wetlands Scientist, and Landscape Architect) representing the property owner.

Gigliotti: Mr. Kenney is here inquiring if the proposed activities will be viewed as a significant activity. 
Kenney: This commission has seen information on this property in the past but the plan has been revised; 1) the structure will be 50% smaller, 2) the house will be10 feet further away from the wetlands, 3) a variance was approved by the Zoning Board of Appeals for front yard setback and setback from the high tide line, and 4) details in Appendix B have been met.  

Armond: A public hearing setting for this type of application is very helpful; an engineer should view the information and plans. Construction details and the removal process of the old structure need to be documented. 

Kenney: Mr. Gigliotti does have the plans with construction sequence documented. 
Armond: An engineer should be hired by the commission to review the plans.  
Kenney: Our specialist will attend the public hearing. The basement wall will be 18 feet tall which is two floors. The disturbed areas will be re-vegetated with native plants. The proposed structure will be 20 feet deep by 40 feet wide. 

Armond motioned to declare that the proposed activity for the construction of a new dwelling and septic system within a regulated area (Estate of Allan Dehar, 12 Old Hamburg Road, Tax Map 12 Lot 65) may constitute a “Significant Activity” as defined in Commission’s Regulations, a Public Hearing on the application will be held on August 17, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at the Lyme Town Hall. 

The motion was moved by Hessel, seconded by Crowther, and passed.
