INLAND WETLANDS and WATERCOURSE AGENCY 

October 19, 2016, 7:00 p.m.

The Lyme Inland Wetlands Agency held a regular meeting on Wednesday October 19, 2016 

at 7:00 p.m., Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.

MEMBERS PRESENT Paul Armond Chairman, Beverly Crowther, Pat Crowley, Ben Kegley, Sue Hessel-alternate(present but not seated),Priscilla Hammond, Tom Reynolds, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Site walk: 10/17/16-B. Kegley
REGULAR MEETING
Hyler Stanavage, Grassy Hill Road, Tax Map 40.2 Lot 3; an application for construction of a new septic system within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was Tom Dzagan representing the applicants. 

Dzagan: The property is located on the corner of Grassy Hill Road and Avenue B; this information was before the commission a few months back but now we have approval from Mr. Calkins (Town Sanitarian).  This is a conceptual plan; the parcel is 8 acres with 1 acre of upland soil. A soil scientist has flagged the wetlands and has created an A2 survey. The septic system would be suitable for a 3 bedroom home; there will be a holding tank attached to a pump chamber and then to leeching galleys. The grade of the land will be raised around the proposed house site to accommodate the septic system to achieve an accurate pitch for the piping to the system. 
Kegley: There will need to be a large amount of fill brought in to achieve the correct pitch for the system, the ground is very flat.
Dzagan: The area of the proposed house site would be raised approximately 2 feet. 

Gigliotti: The vegetation in the area is very thick.  

Crowther: The letter from George Calkins states that this plan is a conceptual plan and the commission will see more before the house and septic system are built. 

Dzagan: The property will be sold; this approval will be for a suitable building lot. 
Armond entertained a motion to approve the conceptual site plan located on Grassy Hill Road.

The motion was moved by Hammond, seconded by Crowther, and was passed unanimously.   
OLD BUSINESS
Luanne Dehar’s, 12 Old Hamburg Road, Tax Map 27 Lot 28; an application for construction of a new dwelling and septic system and demolition of a condemned building within a regulated area has been withdrawn and will be resubmitted for a new public hearing at our November 16, 2016 meeting.
Gigliotti: The new plans are available for review; a new public hearing will be set for next month.

John Kiker 27 Joshua Lane, Tax Map 9 Lot 2.
Gigliotti: The project looks wonderful; the care was taken to avoid erosion and protect the area. The coir logs do a great job and should be considered for other jobs. 

George Mooney, Ely Ferry Road.

Gigliotti: A letter was sent to Mr. Mooney questioning the application of chemicals in the pond. The property owners must be away so the commission will hopefully see them next month.  
NEW BUSINESS
Eversource Work
Gigliotti: The utility company has a permit from the Commissioner to clear the vegetation and update the access roads to the powerlines; there is a lot of work being done. The Lyme Land Trust had some concerns with the amount of clearing; there was a meeting with Eversource. 

Armond: The project is replacing wooden poles with metal poles and the wires will be moved while hot so there is a need to have the area cleared for safety reasons. 
APPROVAL OF OUTSTANDING MINUTES
A motion was made by Armond to approve the minutes of the September 2016, moved by Crowther, seconded by Crowley, 2 abstentions (Reynolds & Hammond), the minutes were accepted.
