Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen approved a request for a refund of taxes in the amount of $817.11 for Matthew B. Strand. A copy of the refund form will be filed with these minutes.

The board then made two appointments to the Zoning Board of Appeals: Winnifred Gencarella as a regular member and John Kiker as an alternate. Copies of the appointment forms will be filed with these minutes.

Selectman Eno reported Eversource Energy is seeking a release and authorization to install LED equipment on utility owned streetlights in the Town of Lyme. He noted that the cost per kilowatt hour will be higher but the efficiency of the upgraded lights will actually save the town money. Selectman Mattson requested that Eversource be asked to clarify whether the town would be billed for street lights located on commercial properties in town before the agreement is signed. Selectman Eno will reach out to Eversource for an answer.
Discussion followed on next steps for a possible open space acquisition and the timing of an application for a state grant to assist with a purchase.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:45 P.M.
